Homework  

 Pupils will have their homework 

given out on a Monday and collect-

ed on a Friday. 

 Each week there will be spellings, 

reading, times tables/division facts revision, a Literacy 

focus, a Numeracy focus, Religion activities and occa-

sionally, World Around Us work.  

 Homework can be spread out in the week to you and 

your child’s agreement, however it is vital that spell-

ings, reading and times table revision is done every 

night to develop their knowledge.  

 Please ensure your child has their signed Reading 

Record and reading book in school with them every 

day. 

 

Topic Work 

Pupils in P6 will develop their scientific, 

geographical and historical knowledge 

through a range of topics this year. 

Their topics this year include Ancient 

Egypt and Water (with links to Lough 

Neagh). 

 

Pupils will also work on their Thinking Skills and Personal 

Capabilities (TSPC) throughout their topic work including: 

Working with Others, Being Creative, Managing Information, 

Problem Solving/Decision making and Self-Management. 

Again please encourage opportunities for your child to devel-

op these skills at home as well. Ask your teacher for ideas if 

needed.

Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar  

Pupils will get spellings on Monday night. P3—P7 pupils will complete 

a variety of activities in school to help them learn the rules for Friday 

Test. They will need your daily support at home. Children will learn a 

variety of punctuation and grammar  

concepts in KS2. 

 

Reading  

Pupils need to read at least 20 minutes each day. Pupils will engage in 

guided reading activities with the teacher and comprehension develop-

ment lessons. Please complete any reading homework and actively 

encourage reading at bedtime/other opportunities. We use Accelerated 

Reader in our school to develop reading skills and understanding of 

texts.  
 

Numeracy 

Your child will have a lot of knowledge and skills to work 

through in Primary 6. Plenty of support at home is encouraged 

as well, especially as their homework will quite often link to are-

as covered in class. The areas of Numeracy that are covered in 

Primary 6 are: 

Data Handling 

Draw and interpret composite bar and line graphs 

Group data together using class intervals 

Read and interpret pie charts accurately 

Begin to find mean, mode, median and range of a set of data 

Number 

 Read, write and know numbers ‘before’ and ‘after’ of numbers 
up to 99,999 

 Find missing numbers in a sequence of numbers up to 99,999 

 Understand mixed numbers as whole numbers and a fraction 

 Begin to recognise decimal numbers up to 1 d.p 

 Have knowledge of place value of decimals using tenths 

 Understand percentages out of 100 

 Recognise simple percentages such as 10%, 20%, 25%, 
33.3% 50%, 75% etc and their fraction equivalents 

 Continue to develop their knowledge of standard vertical addi-
tion, subtraction, multiplication and division methods using 
numbers up to 99,999 

 Know with quick recall all times tables and division facts  

 Understand concept of number factors 

 Use and record decimal amounts of money beyond £100 

 Use 2 step function machines when given the input or output 

 Daily development of Mental Maths skills 
Measure 

 Read, write and measure using all metric units of measure-
ment, to 1 d.p 

 Convert accurately between units of measurement e.g. cm to 
m 

 Estimate and measure volume of cubes and cuboids 

 Consolidate understanding of perimeter and area 

 Read and understand 24hr time notation 

 Calculate durations of times from start to finish 
Shape and Space 

 Recognise all features of 2D and 3D shapes with good accu-
racy 

 Understand and use 8 points of compass to calculate direction 
and amount of turn. 

 Understand that half a right angle is 45o. 

 Understand and use terms horizontal, vertical, perpendicular, 
parallel.  

 Understand that a whole turn is divided into 3600 and use to 
calculate degree equivalents of one, two, three right angles; 
quarter, half, ¾ , and full turns. 

 Use term “reflex” to categorise amounts of turn greater than 
180o. 

 The children will also explore and use a 
range of problem solving strategies, 
persevering when difficulties are  

            encountered. They will develop their 
ability to check accuracy of own results and 
findings.
